Ingredients:
Chicken Grilling Pieces
Tapatillo Hot Sauce
Sweet Baby Ray BBQ Sauce
Chile Powder
Crushed Red Pepper (Dried)
Red Chile Pepper Flakes
4 Jalapeno Peppers (Fresh)
3 Habanero Peppers (Fresh)
2 Red Chile Diablos (optional, very hot)
1 Can Roasted Green Chiles
Salt
Pepper
Mrs. Dash
Rum

Time:
Marinade Time – Overnight.
Cooking Time – 15-20 minutes on grill.

Directions:
Thaw chicken thoroughly. 

Mix all hot sauces in large bowl. Mince and add all peppers. Season to taste. Sauce will be VERY hot. Do 
not touch your eyes while making. Mix so that powdered ingredients and liquids are completely mixed.

In another bowl, mix ¼ cup of rum and BBQ sauce. Use this mixture to evenly coat the outside of each 
piece of chicken. While coating, use a fork to make multiple perforations in each piece.

Place glazed chicken in bowl of hot sauce. You want all pieces covered. Place in fridge for 18-24 hours.  
Save small bowl of BBQ mixture also.

When ready to grill, take out BBQ mixture and add crushed pepper and chiles until it has the consistency of 
a thick syrup. Coat chicken with this rub before cooking on grill.
